on the 22nd. He dwelt on the difficulties which the spirit of nationalism placed in
the path of the attempts now being made to construct an international Court of
Justice and the beginnings of a federated Europe. The sentiment of patriotism and
nationalism, reasonable and natural enough two hundred years ago when the several
States of Europe were to a great extent self-contained economic units, is an anachronism
in a world in which the economic and cultural interdependence of nations is a central
and monumental fact. Neighbouring peoples, thinking of themselves not parts of a great
whole, but as independent sovereign Powers, regarded one another with almost in-
stinctive hostility and suspicion, thus creating an atmosphere in which the international
institutions now so urgently necessary could be created only with infinite difficulty.
Failure in the international task involved a catastrophe of unthinkable magnitude, and
the only way ultimately to escape failure is to work for the education of both govern-
ments and peoples to the realisation of new duties and to a sentiment of loyalty to the
common aim transcending merely national interests.

Inaugural Meeling.—The hall was crowded on Monday evening, September 28,
for the formal opening. One saw many members of other London Ethical Societies
and kindred bodies as well as a great many unfamiliar faces. After the unveiling of
the Aldred Memorial by Dr. Delisle Burns all assembled in the large hall. On the
platform the speakers of the evening were supported by Prof. J. B. S. Haldane, Mr.
C. E. M. Joad, Mr. F. J. Gould, Mr. Harry Snell, M.P., Mr. Gustav Spiller, and
other well-known friends of the Ethical movement. Messages regretting absence were
read from Mrs. Conway Sawyer, Mr. and Miss Rawlings, Mrs. Fletcher Smith, Mr. John
Russell, Sir Arthur Keith, Hon. Bertrand Russell, Prof. Okey, Mr. W. S. Godfrey and
Mr. Christie Tait. The speeches by the Chairman, Dr. C. Delisle Burns, Prof. Gilbert
Murray, Miss Athene Seyler, Mr. J. A. Hobson, Prof. Graham Wallas, Mr. Albert
Halstead and Dr. Stanton Coit, were felt to express in a most adequate way the spirit
and purpose of our mew work and were accorded an enthusiastic reception. (An ac-
count of these speeches will be given in the November REcOorD.) After the refreshment
interval the audience returned to hear an exquisite performance by Mr. Maurice Cole
and Miss Winifred Small on the piano and viclin. As the evening closed no augur
could say other than that the omens were favourable for the future of Conwav Hall.

MRS. UNTHANK.

On August 23rd the Society lost another of its older members, Mrs. Alice Unthank.
She and her husband, Mr. H. W. Unthank, whom she survived some five years, joined
South Place about 1890, and maintained their interest in the Society for the rest of their
lives, though unable always to take an active part. For some years they shared with
others the responsibility for the bookstall. During this time Mrs. Unthank set herself
to perform a service which she perceived to be needful, that of welcoming strangers and
destroying the impression they might easily have formed that the atmosphere of South
Place was less friendly and hospitable than that of the typical nonconformist chapel.
About 1920 she was helping her husband in the conduct of the Esperanto Class.

After his death in 1924 she left London, and lived in Exeter with her son for over
four years, always however visiting South Place when in London. In the end the
attraction of the Society and her London friends brought her back, and she came to
live in,. Hampstead Garden Suburb last January. Unfortunately, she found the journey
to Moorgate more tiring and uncomfortable than she had expected, and did not attend
very regularly. But she continued to look after herself with very little help, and her
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death at the age of 68, after a short illness, came as a general surprise. The funeral
took place at Golders Green Crematorium.

Mrs. Unthank had two strong general interests, science and peace. Her enthusiasm
for Esperanto grew chiefly from her regarding it as a force making for the disappear-
ance of war. Science, particularly biological science, she held deserved more attention
than it got from the class of people who support South Place; an accurate knowledge
of the salient facts and principles of biology, including evolution, formed in her view
the soundest foundation for rationalist philosophy.

Mr. Wm. Varian writes : ** Mrs. Unthank was a fine, quiet, Victorian lady, reserved
and serene. All who knew her will miss her and mourn her death and the passing of

those great earnest days of energy and effort in which she took her full share.”
